3.3 URDF call 3 Funding Update 

Ms. N. Lawler, Senior Executive Officer, Planning, informed the committee 

that confirmation was received on the 21st July 2023 of €1.5 million confirmed 

for vacant and derelict sites in Carlow.  Statistics were circulated showing 

nineteen potential sites have been identified, ten of these have been 

approved and nine are on standby.  Ms. Lawler explained that the important 

role of the members is to approve Sections 183 for these sites and that they 

are for onward sale.  Question raised by the members were answered by Ms.
